Emergency Exercise Report – Chemical/Traffic Accident, March 17, 2000

On March 17, 2000, at 12:30 p.m., the Emergency Operations Center Office (DA5) conducted an emergency response tabletop drill simulating a traffic accident involving a tanker truck carrying liquid nitrogen and a personal vehicle on Avenue B north of Building 419.  All exercise activity was conducted in the JSC EOC, Room 3100, Building 30L.  Participants included JSC first responders.  Emergency responders were recalled when the incident was elevated to Level 2 by the incident commander.  First and most emergency responders identified current written procedures or protocols for their functional response.  Discussions included re-directing inbound traffic downwind of the incident scene by contract security officers as a matter of public safety until local law enforcement arrived, activation of the emergency warning system in the threatened area, precautionary sheltering in Building 419 and use of JSC Television to notify employees to avoid the area.

A critique of the response to the incident was conducted at the termination of the exercise in the EOC to review adequacy of the response.  Opportunities for improvement are detailed in enclosure 1.  Attendees are listed in enclosure 2.

Observation 1:  Fire Protection Specialists could not make close up observations to assess the incident scene without endangering themselves and did not know the status of the private vehicle driver.

Recommendation 1:  FPS response equipment should include binoculars or similar remote observing capability to enhance incident scene assessment.  (NT2/SAIC/J. Dee action, due April 30, 2000)

Observation 2:  Industrial Hygienists (IH) do not have written procedures to assure standardized response to incident scenes.


Recommendation 2:  Industrial Hygiene should develop an emergency response checklist for IH response to emergency incidents.  The checklist should include (but not be limited to) determining the nature of the incident, CP location, safe arrival route, climate and wind data, substances involved/suspected, basic response equipment, unique equipment for specific responses, etc.)  (SD26/KS/S. Amundson action, due April 30, 2000)

A critique of the response to the incident was conducted in Room 3100, Building 30L at 1:30 p.m., March 17, 2000, to review adequacy of the response.
