SUBJECT: Emergency Exercise Report - Auto/Pedestrian Accident








The Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Office conducted an automobile/pedestrian injury accident on January 29, 1998, on Avenue C at Third Street.  The exercise was intended to verify situational awareness of first responders as the situation resulted in two emergency scenes separated by 50 yards.  Additional objectives were to assure coordination for additional medical support, cleaning up biological hazards (blood spill), communication/coordination with Space Center Houston, and Medic 1 procedures for Life Flight assistance.  All objectives were successfully accomplished except the final one, because Medic 1 wasn't the primary emergency responder and Houston Fire Department Ambulance 72 verified local hospitals were not on drive by status.  That objective will be included in a future exercise.  The exercise was beneficial because it allowed the first responders to rehearse establishing incident command and review existing procedures for improvements.  One of the major factors in the success of this exercise was the enthusiastic support provided by JB2/Security Branch and the security service support contractor and a volunteer observer from Space Center Houston.





A meeting of all participants was conducted immediately following the exercise to review the adequacy of first responders and the Emergency Response Team.  Enclosure 1 is a copy of the JSC Emergency Exercise Report.
