EMERGENCY EGRESS DRILL

I.
TYPE OF EXERCISE:
EVACUATION OF SUITED SUBJECT (INCAPACITATED)

II.
SCENARIO:

During a simulated EVA Prep/Post training class in the SMMTF Airlock, a suited subject becomes incapacitated and the test team must decide whether the suit can be removed safely or whether the medical responders must treat the subject in the suit.  The decision is communicated to the Test Director who adjusts emergency response procedures accordingly and assures first responders are notified on arrival.  On arrival, first responders are briefed, assess the medical emergency and coordinate an evacuation procedure with (or without) the crew trainers.
III.
OBJECTIVES:

This scenario tests the ability of 

A. The EVA Prep/Post crew to safely extricate an incapacitated suited subject quickly from a training space suit in the SMMTF for medical treatment.

B. The EVA Prep/Post Test Director to quickly and effectively coordinate transition from a test environment to an emergency response mode.

C. The test team to evacuate employees not required to render assistance from the emergency scene.

D. The designated employees to identify and guide first responders to the emergency scene.

E. The first responders (fire, HFD, security, & medical) to assess a non-critically incapacitated suited subject in a JSC-permit confined space.

BASIC SITUATION 

Emergency Location:  Building 9 - SMMTF.

Number of workers:  The EVA Prep/Post crew and a suited subject are in the SMMTF in Building 9 participating in a training simulation.  Without warning, the suited subject slumps in the suit and appears to be unconscious.  The Test Director is alerted to the situation and initiates SMMTF Airlock emergency drill procedures.  The crew advises whether the suit can be removed without doing harm.  The ECS operator advises air and water to the suit are nominal.  

SEQUENCE OF EVENTS 

0830
Off Nominal Condition Occurs – training subject slumps in his suit in the SMMTF.  He does not respond efforts to get his attention or communicate with him.

0832
Crew Attendant Calls for Help - The crew attendant, notifies the Test Director of the unconscious suited subject and advises emergency response procedures have been initiated.

0833
EOC receives call for help and dispatches the First Responders (Medic One, 2 security units and the FPS).  

0834
The Test Director suspends test procedures and evacuates all personnel not required to render assistance.  The ECS Operator advises air and water status in the suit is nominal.

0836
FPS assesses the incident scene and establishes incident command.

0837
The Test Director briefs the FPS on the status of the unconscious subject (information card describing medical condition available on subject).

0838
EMS arrives with JSC Clinic ambulance.

A MEMBER OF THE EVALUATION TEAM WILL BE LOCATED AT THE FOLLOWING AREAS FOR OBSERVATION:

· SMMTF Airlock - Bob Gaffney

· Test Director control center – David Ray

· Emergency Operations Center (EOC) – Dennis Perrin

· On-scene command post – Bob Gaffney

The team members will critique their elements of expertise.  The team members will not provide any assistance to the elements that they are observing.  However, if the team members observe his/her group getting too far out of the scenario, you are free to correct them, if deemed necessary.  The exercise critique will be in the EOC immediately following the field exercise.

EXERCISE GROUND RULES

1. Bob Gaffney and David Ray will serve as exercise coordinators to control the pace of the simulation and answer any questions.

2. Exercise coordination will assure either the EPM or alternate is available as participants in exercises, even if they may not be recalled or notified, before script and other coordination meetings are conducted.

3. The EOC Office will coordinate exercise participation with all affected organizations and agencies, i.e., facility managers, building participants and the ERT.  The EOC Office is also responsible for exercise coordination with community agencies such as the fire department, emergency medical service, police department and other state and federal agencies.  The information will be included in Information Card #1.  This info card will be given to the EOC operators and other exercise participants prior to the initiation of all exercises.  The EOC Office will make notification to non-ERT organizations and agencies at least two weeks prior to exercise dates to verify availability or resource(s).  The EOC Office will confirm participation and information required for information cards (alternate telephone numbers, stations, call signs, etc.) no later than three days prior to exercise activation.  The EOC Office will make immediate notification to all participants whenever exercise dates are changed or canceled.

4. Exercise Termination - This exercise will be terminated if the EPM/Bob Gaffney or Security/Dennis Perrin determines that an actual emergency requires the attention of the personnel participating in the simulation or the simulation itself is causing safety concerns.

5. The EOC Dispatchers/Supervisor are expected to "practice" use of all capabilities available to them during simulations (TV banner), just as they would for an actual incident.  All available notification resources are not required to be activated, however, those that would be prudent if this were an actual incident should be considered for activation.  Dispatchers are encouraged to remind non-exercise participants to observe communications protocols by minimizing radio traffic.  An alternative would be to move exercise traffic to the EOC frequency (Channel 5) or vice versa.

6. Exercise “hot zones” will be identified using stakes, barrier tape or traffic cones to delineate hazardous areas such as contamination zones or structures damaged by simulated tornadoes or bombs.

7. Emergency vehicles will not run "hot", exceed speed limits, or ignore traffic signs or lights during exercises.

8. Exercise participants are encouraged to respond aggressively during exercises and drills.  Caution should be exercised not to run or move too quickly and end up causing an injury by tripping or falling.  You're not much good to the patient or employee in need if you get injured or hospitalized.

9. Exercise debriefing will be held immediately following termination of the exercise.  The plan is for the exercise to last one hour and then have a debrief that lasts no more then one hour.

Coordinate on site actions of the supporting organizations (Fire, Security, Safety, Medical, Environmental Health, etc.) during emergency conditions until the Incident Commander arrives and assumes command.

5.
Inform NASA Safety and contractor and NASA management of any emergency/incident/ accident involving personnel/equipment during operations and the results of personnel head count, following evacuation.

6.
Secure area/documentation/evidence required for incident/accident reporting.

NASA Safety will:

1.
During normal duty operations, NASA Safety will provide periodic surveillance of safety performance for compliance with NASA Safety regulations/requirements.

2.
Upon notification of an emergency/incident/accident, the NASA Safety representative will immediately report to the ______, coordinate with area safety and/or Incident Commander and may assume overall safety responsibility until normal operations are restored.

3.
NASA Safety will coordinate with ______ and other Test Team members on the decision whether or not to operate (unique systems/equipment threatened by the initial hazard that could increase the degree of hazard).

SSMTF Airlock Emergency Drill Procedures

A. Emergency Pre-Drill Procedures
1. Test Director will assemble/meet with all required test personnel such as medical, fire, emergency individuals, instructors, suit technicians, etc.

2. Test Director will address the various emergency conditions and verify that all personnel understand and be able to execute the proper emergency procedures.

3. Emergency personnel will familiarize themselves in the suit removal procedures. 

B. Evacuation of Suited Subject Due to Smoke or Fire

Upon evidence of smoke or fire in the building, and/or activation of the building audible fire alarm (see Figure 1.1 for fire alarm pull box and fire extinguisher locations), or other conditions requiring an evacuation during a test/training run, the following steps must be taken when suited subjects are involved:

1. Test Director (or other) declares an evacuation/fire emergency.

2. All personnel not required to safe the area and assist suited subject(s), will evacuate the building through the nearest exit.  The first to exit the building will activate the fire alarm, if not already activated.  All others will evacuate when their presence is no longer required.

3. Suit Engineer and technicians assist subject in removing suit, per JSC-26438, SVMF Environmental Control System (ECS) Detailed Operating Procedures, for the EMU and the LES.

4. Suit Removal procedures are repeated for all other suited subjects.

5. If there is no immediate risk to his own safety, the ECS Operator may turn off air and water supply (per JSC-26438) when all subjects are removed from the suits.  Also, the main (manifold) shut off valve and all bottle valves (per JSC-26769, K-Bottle Rack Operating Procedures) may be turned off.  Under no circumstances should an ECS Operator jeopardize their own safety in performing these tasks.

6. Test Director visually checks the trainer to see that all personnel have evacuated and that the fire alarm has been activated.

7. Test Director musters all test team members in parking area for a head count to assure that all personnel are clear of building.

C. Evacuation of a Suited Subject – Incapacitated

1. Test Director (or other) declares an emergency.

2. Test Director assigns someone not required to safe the area, to summon and provide appropriate information to the appropriate emergency assistance (medical may be reached at extension 33333).  The assigned individual will meet the emergency personnel to guide them to the incapacitated suited subject.

3. All personnel not required to render assistance, clear the area.

4. Suit Engineer and technicians assist subject in removing suit, per JSC-26438, SVMF Environmental Control System (ECS) Detailed Operating Procedures, for the EMU and the LES.
5. Test Director ensures that all personnel receive emergency treatment/assistance as necessary.

6. Disconnect procedures are repeated for all other suited subjects.

7. ECS Operator turns off air/water supply when all subjects are removed from suits.

8. ECS Operator will turn off main (manifold) shut off valve and all K-bottle valves per JSC-26769, K-Bottle Rack Operating Procedures.
9. After the area is secure, the Test Operations Manager submits NASA Form 1627, Mishap Report, as required.
