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CAR ACCIDENT WITH A PEDESTRIAN
I.
TYPE OF EXERCISE:
FIELD EXERCISE

II.
SCENARIO:

An employee driving east to west on Avenue C hits a pedestrian in the crosswalk in front of building 44.  The driver is talking on a cell phone and does not see the pedestrian.  A contributing factor is that a large van is parked on the left side of the road just to the East of the crosswalk.

One pedestrian is crossing Avenue C from North to South going from the parking lot to building 44.  The pedestrian is reading and does not bother to look for traffic before entering and going across the crosswalk.

The vehicle that hits the pedestrians is going about 15 MPH.  The driver of the vehicle does applies her brakes immediately after hitting the pedestrian.  She backs up about five feet and gets out of her car to check on the pedestrian.  After seeing that the victim is badly injured she gets back in her car and calls the EOC FSDC dispatcher at 33333.

The pedestrian who is hit is badly injured and is knocked unconscious when he hits the ground.

An employee who had just crossed Avenue C sees what has happened and runs into Building 44 and calls the 33333 emergency number to get help.

OBJECTIVES:

As part of Crosswalk Awareness Week the primary objective of this exercise is to raise awareness at the JSC about what can happen if you do not look both ways when you cross a crosswalk and what can then happen if you do not keep an eye on all approaching cars.

Another objective of the exercise will be to produce a video that allows our simulated new reporters to ask questions about crosswalk safety and then for our PAO to reply with the JSC Crosswalk policy and efforts that have been made at the JSC to make sure everyone understands that they need to be careful at crosswalks.

Another objective will be to coordinate the additional medical resources that will be needed.  In this situation their is just one victim so the emergency can be initially be handled by the JSC medics.  However, after determining the status of the victim additional resources (LifeFlight) may be required.

Another objective of this exercise will be to review the procedures that will be used by Medic 1 and the FPS to obtain assistance from the Houston Life Flight Helicopter.  With the injury that has occurred in this accident the pedestrian will need to be taken to Herman hospital in down town Houston.  This exercise will test the guidelines that are used to make the decision to call for life flight support and the exercise will test the procedures that the emergency responders (especially the FPS) use to guide and land the Life Flight Helicopter to the correct location.

Another objective of the exercise will be to test the procedures for cleaning up the scene of an accident.  What will be done with the extensive amount of blood from the pedestrian. Who will notify the victims employer and family.

BASIC SITUATION

A van is illegally parked on Avenue C just to the East side of the crosswalk between the parking lot and building 44.  The van blocks the view of vehicles traveling East to West on Avenue C from seeing pedestrians as they enter the crosswalk.

An employee driving from East to West on Avenue C is talking on the cell phone and not paying attention to where she is going when she hits a pedestrian in the crosswalk in front of building 44.  The driver immediately hit her brakes, backs her car up about 5 feet, and gets out of the car to check on the status of the pedestrian.  After seeing the injuries she gets back in her car and calls 218-483-3333.  See information card # 3 for information on what the EOC FSDC dispatchers are told.

A pedestrian is crossing Avenue C from North to South on their way from the parking lot to building 44 when they are hit by a car.  The pedestrian is hit just below the waist and is knocked to the ground.  The pedestrian is badly injured. See information card # 4 for information about the injuries to the pedestrian.

An employee who has just crossed Avenue C sees what has happened and runs into building 44 to call the 33333 number to call for help.  

A news crew that was on site filming a story sees the emergency scene.  The film crew is one of the first people at the scene.  The news crew questions the JSC safety program and the JSC PAO provides an overview of all the things that have been done to make sure that JSC employees are aware of the crosswalk policy and the dangers associated with crosswalks.

SEQUENCE OF EVENTS

0925
A van is illegally parked on Avenue C on the East side of the crosswalk between the parking lot and building 44. 

0929 
A pedestrian gets out of his car and starts to read a newspaper as he approaches and enters the crosswalk from the parking lot to building 44.  He is heading North to South and does not look up from his paper as he cross Avenue C.

0930
A car is heading East to West on Avenue C.  The driver is talking on a cell phone and ruffling through papers on her seat as she approaches the crosswalk.  She does not notice that a van is blocking her view of people entering the street onto the crosswalk.  She does not slow down prior to the crosswalk

0931
The car collides with the pedestrian in the crosswalk.  

0931
The driver of the car immediately hits her brakes and stops he car almost on top of the pedestrian.  She backs her car up about 5 feet and gets out of the car to check on the status of the pedestrian.   After seeing that he is severely injured she gets back in her car and calls 281-483-3333.  See information card # 3 for information on what the driver tells the dispatchers.

0931
The pedestrian is hit and thrown by the car.  The pedestrian hits his head on the ground and looses consciousness.  The pedestrian is badly hurt.  See information card # 4 for the medical condition of the pedestrian.

0931 
An employee who has just crossed Avenue C sees what has happened and runs into building 44 and calls the 33333 number to get help.  See information card # 2 for information on what the witness tells the FSDC dispatchers.

0932

A news crew on site doing a story sees the accident and responds to the scene.  The news crew starts doing a story that questions the safety policies at the JSC.  See information card # 5

0936

The JSC PAO arrives at the scene and tells the news crew about what the JSC has done to make sure everyone is aware of the JSC Crosswalk Safety Policy and the dangers associated with crosswalks.  See information card # 6.

TEST TEAM REQUIREMENTS

A MEMBER OF THE EVALUATION TEAM WILL BE LOCATED AT THE FOLLOWING AREAS FOR OBSERVATION:

In front of building 44 near the crosswalk.

On Avenue C west of the accident scene (with Camera Crew)

EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTER DISPATCH CENTER

The team members will critique their elements of expertise.  The team members will not provide any assistance to the elements that they are observing.  However, if the team members observe his/her group getting too far out of the scenario, you are free to correct them, if deemed necessary.  Post exercise critique will be in the EOC immediately after the exercise.

EXERCISE GROUND RULES

1.
Jim Ruszkowski will serve as exercise coordinator.  Job is to control the pace of the simulation and answer any questions.

2.
The EOC Office will coordinate exercise participation with all affected organizations and agencies, i.e., facility managers, building participants and the ERT.  The EOC Office is also responsible for exercise coordination with community agencies such as the fire department, emergency medical service, police department and other state and federal agencies.  The information will be included in Information Card #1.  This info card will be given to the EOC operators and other exercise participants prior to the initiation of all exercises.

3.
Exercise Termination - This exercise will be terminated if the EPM/Bob Gaffney or Security/Ernie Smith determines that an actual emergency requires the attention of the personnel participating in the simulation or the simulation itself is causing safety concerns.

4.
The EOC Dispatchers/Supervisor are expected to "practice" use of all capabilities available to them during simulations (TV banner), just as they would for an actual incident.

5.
Exercise “hot zones” will be identified using stakes, barrier tape or traffic cones to delineate hazardous areas such as contamination zones or structures damaged by simulated tornadoes or bombs.

6.
Emergency vehicles will not run "hot", exceed speed limits, or ignore traffic signs or lights during exercises.

7.
Exercise participants are encouraged to respond aggressively during exercises and drills, caution should be exercised not to run or move too quickly and end up causing an injury by tripping or falling.  You're not much good to the patient or employee in need if you get injured or hospitalized.

Exercise debriefing will be held immediately following termination of the exercise.  The plan is for the exercise to last one hour and then have a debrief that lasts no more then one hour.

Everyone must be reminded to stay clear of the Life Flight Helicopter.

JSC Vehicle Code requires that motor vehicles ALWAYS yield to pedestrians…however, we encourage our pedestrians to be responsible and aware of the hazards associate with crosswalks.  The pedestrian appears to have been crossing in a designated crossing zone, but we do not have a clear picture of what exactly happened.  There may have been some contributing factors.

Extenuating Circumstances?

There was an illegally parked motor vehicle that blocked the field of view of both the pedestrian and the driver.  The driver could not have seen the pedestrian enter the crossing, and the pedestrian would not necessarily have seen the car coming.  The driver was reportedly talking on a cell phone at the time of the accident.  It has been shown in numerous studies that using a cell phone while driving severely affects a driver’s reaction time.  The pedestrian was apparently preoccupied with reading a newspaper and was not paying attention either.  

History of problems with crosswalks at JSC?

JSC has about 13,000 [??] contractors and civil servants on site on any given work day.  With our campus-type site layout, that results in a tremendous amount of vehicle and pedestrian traffic mixing.  JSC has had some less serious driver pedestrian accidents in the past.  Nothing in the last several years, since 1994.

[FYI, 5  pedestrian strikes confirmed between 1986 and 1994 , injuries ranged from minor cuts, bruises and strains to a cracked tailbone and dislocated shoulder]

What does JSC do to try to prevent this type of accident?

JSC’s Center Operations Directorate provides many conveniently located, designated crossing areas.  These crossings are regularly re-painted so they will be visible to drivers. Crossings are ideally located to provide an unobstructed view and clear line site for both pedestrian and driver.  We attempt to keep them well light and identified with adequate signage.

JSC has two major pedestrian zones on site – 2nd and 5th. The speed limit is lower in these pedestrian areas, and there are special pedestrian crossing signs in an attempt to get drivers attention.

Drivers are also informed of their driving responsibilities as new employees, or as visitors to site by security.  Employees attend an annual security refresher briefing that addresses this issue specifically.

JSC monitors vehicle/pedestrian close calls and attempts to rectify problem areas.  There have been two working groups which have focused on this subject since 1996.  These groups make recommendations ranging from  improving site planning to increasing personnel awareness  - all to reduce the risk of this type of pedestrian/vehicle accident.

Security has the responsibility and authority to enforce traffic laws, both pedestrian – jaywalking - and drivers - speeding, reckless driving, running a crosswalk or endangering a pedestrian.  Traffic violations can result in tickets, revocation of on-site driving privileges, suspension and ultimately termination.

During normal duty operations, NASA Safety will provide periodic surveillance of safety performance for compliance with NASA Safety regulations/requirements.

Upon notification of an emergency/incident/accident, the NASA Safety representative will immediately report to the ______, coordinate with area safety and/or Incident Commander and may assume overall safety responsibility until normal operations are restored. 

3.
NASA Safety will coordinate with ______ and other Test Team members on the decision whether or not to operate (unique systems/equipment threatened by the initial hazard that could increase the degree of hazard).
