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51-C launch date set

The first dedicated Department of
Defense mission aboard the Space
Shuttle, STS51-C, is now scheduled
to launch from the Kennedy Space
Center no earlierthan Jan. 23, NASA
announced Dec. 17. The mission is
the first completely dedicated
Department of Defense flight. STS-
4, which flew a DOD paylcad as part
of its cargo, was primarily a final
development mission as part of the
Shuttle Orbital Flight Test Program.
Crew members for the 51-C mission
are Commander Thomas K. Matting-
ly, Pilot Loren Shriver, Mission
Specialists Ellison Onizuka and
James Buchli, and DOD Paylcad
Specialist Gary Payton.

IRAS catalog avallable
The largest and most detailed
catalog of infrared celestial objects
ever created has been completed
by the international science team
working with results of the Infrared
Astronomical Satellite (IRAS). The
IRAS survey mapped 96 percent of
the entire sky, and is being called a
milestone in the history of astron-
omy. The catalog contains roughly
130,000 stars, 20,000 galaxies, and
40,000 objects of all types within
our own galaxy.

Hearth leaves NASA

Dr. Donald P. Hearth has left his
position as Director of the Langley
Research Center and will become
Director of Space Science and
Technology at the University of
Colorado in Bouider in March.
Langley's Deputy Director, Richard
H. Petersen, will succeed him. Paul
F. Holloway, Langiey's Director for
Space since May 1975, has been
named Deputy Director of the
center. Hearth had been director at
Langley since 1975. He joined NASA
in 1962 and has held various agency
positions, including Deputy Director
at Goddard and Director of Planetary
Programs at Headquarters.

Kitt Peak astronomers observe object which would

Astronomers last week reported
evidence of an encrmous plane-
tary object circling a star 21 light
years from Earth, a finding that
could represent the first observa-
tion of a planet outside our solar
system.

The researchers said Dec. 10
that this is the first claim of a
planet orbiting a nearby star that
is supported by direct observa-
tional evidence and not indirect
measurements.

The object orbits 600 million
miles from the star Van Bies-
broeck 8, or VB-8, which was
discovered in 1961 by astronomer
George Van Biesbroeck. The star,
located in the Milky Way constel-
lation Ophiuchus, is about 21 light
years—or about 126 trillion miles—
from Earth. It is only about 10
percent as massive as Sol, Earth’s
sun, and about one third as hot.

VB-8's companion, named VB-
8B, is estimated to be 30 to 80
times more massive than Jupiter.

The discovery was made by a
team of scientists from the Univer-
sity of Arizona, the National Opti-
cal Astronomy Observatories
(NOAO) and the National Science
Foundation. The object was detec-
ted with the use of a technique
calied infrared speckle interfer-
ometry using the 1568-inch Mayall
Telescope at the Kitt Peak Na-
tional Observatory and the 90-
inch telescope at the University
of Arizona's Steward Observatory.

Drs. Donald W. McCarthy and
Frank J. Low of the University of
Arizona, and Dr. Ronald G. Probst
of NOAO, told the Associated
Press that this was the first time a
planetary companion to a star
actually has been seen. The scien-
tists released an electronically
derived image which shows VB-8
and VB-8B as distinct objects.

The science community has
fong theorized the presence of
planets orbiting other stars, but
has inferred their existence only

by indirect means, such as meas-
uring the gravitational wabble of
stars caused by nearby bodies,
McCarthy said.

The astronomers used a tech-
nique to detect infrared emissions,
or a heat signature, from the
planet and were able to separate
those readings from the signature
emitted by VB-8.

In 1983, the Infrared Astronomi-
cal Satellite, IRAS, scanned the
sky at a different region of the
infrared wavelength and detected
more than 40 stars—including the
well known sun Vega—that may
be orbited by planets or other
solid material. In October, Dr.
Bradford A. Smith, also of the
University of Arizona, and Dr.
Richard J. Terrile of the Jet
Propulsion Laberatory, used data
from IRAS to photograph a vast
swarm of solid particles around
the star Beta Pictoris, which is 50
light years from Earth.

Artificial comet
visible in west
Christmas Day

History's first artificial comet is
scheduled to appear in the skies
over the western United States,
Hawaii and parts of the Pacific
Ocean early Christmas morning,
and shouid be visibie in Houston if
the weather cooperates.

The comet will form when four
5.5-pound canisters of barium are
released from a satellite as part of
a series of studies of the Earth's
magnetosphere.

December 25 was selected for
the barium release because there
witl be a new Moon and the release
site will be within view of U.S.
observation points and U.S. and
British satellites.

The Christmas comet will be
visible to the unaided eye for up to
10 minutes (20 minutes with 7x50
binoculars) at four degrees west of
Spica in the constellation Virgo in
the southeastskyat6:18 a.m. CST.
Visibility will be from west of a line
cennecting Mexico City, Houston,
St. Louis, Milwaukee and Canada’s
Belcher islands to the eastern
Pacific, including Hawaii.

The barium release is one of
seven experiments being conduct-
ed by AMPTE, the Active Magneto-
spheric Particle Tracer Explorers
project. AMPTE consists of indi-
vidual satellites from the U.S, the
United Kingdom and the Federal
Republic of Germany. The three
satellites were launched on a Delta
rocket Aug. 16 from Cape Cana-
veral. The magnetosphere is an
envelope of magnetic field and
charged particles surrounding the
Earth, extending approximately
40,000 miles toward the Sun and at
least 4 million miles away from the
Earth's night side.

The West German satellite will
release the four canisters of barium
while near its apogee of 70,160
miles. The release will be monitored
and anaiyzed by its British com-
panion, traveling 3 minutes behind,
while, in another orbit, the Ameri-
can satellite does the same.

If viewing concitions are not
acceptable for the comet experi-
ment on Christmas Day, it will be
rescheduled to Dec. 27. Two further
barium and lithium releases are
planned for the Earth’s magnetotail
in February-March of 1985.

graphed around Beta Pictoris had
been swept clean in some regions,
indicating the possible existence
of planets. But the astronomical
community has not yet been able
to say for certain if planets actually
do circle that star.

McCarthy said VB-8B “is too
dim and too cool to be a star.” It
appears to be gaseous and without
a solid surface, and has a tem-
perature estimated at 2,000 de-
grees Fahrenheit. The surface
temperature of VB-8B is 3,000
degtees F, while the surface
temperature of Sol is 9,900 de-
grees F. “If we could see the
planet, we think it would look
very much like Jupiter,” McCarthy
said.

More studies are needed, he
said, to determine precise charac-
teristics of the planet, such as its
orbital period, mass and chemical
composition. The findings of the
team have been submitted to the
Astrophysical Journal ot Letters.
