Level A I/T Plan - In concert with the POP-1 each year, a high-level 


“Level A” 5-year plan is required.  This plan will define and justify the major I/T initiatives planned for each of the 5 fiscal years, with a corresponding list of I/T (i.e., hardware and software) platforms required to support each initiative.  Level A plans also include an obsolescence management plan as described in NASA CIO Executive Notice 03-95.


b.
Level B I/T Plan - In concert with the FY Operating Plan each year, a more detailed Level B I/T Plan for the “next” FY only is required.  Level B will describe specific I/T purchases (in support of approved Level A initiatives) to be acquired during the next fiscal year.  The Level B may consist of 2 parts - Level B1 and Level B2.  Level B1 will be submitted prior to the start of the upcoming Fiscal Year normally no later than August 31.  Level B2, if required, will be submitted no later than March 15 of the current fiscal year and shall include omitted items and new requirements identified since the Level B1 submit.
