8.  Preparation Information (Include complete Instructions for document preparation)

A.  The Contractor shall deliver Engineering Drawing and Associated Lists necessary to build, to maintain and sustain all subsystems assemblies and subassemblies. Every Contractor furnished drawing shall be assigned a unique number. The types of drawings are assembly/subassembly installations cables, wiring lists or diagrams and (i.e. she matics, wiring systems, mechanical).

Contractor drawing shall be prepared to good commercial practices.   The specific      application and next higher assembly information shall be provided on all drawings in an appropriate block near or adjacent to the title block. Other  information may be provided in list form (System Index).   If so provided, it must be cross-referenced to the applicable drawing.  Top assembly drawings shall indicate “As Allocated” in the

      “Next Assembly” column of the application block.  The Contractor shall not apply 

      proprietary notices on the face of drawings unless individually approved

      by the Contracting Officer.  Individual signatures of the draftsperson, checker

      and engineer (including date signed) shall be provided to indicate contractor

      approvals,  Revision identification shall be provided.

      The Contractor shall, in purchase orders or through contracts, require vendors to

      prepare and provide engineering data, to good commercial standards, on all

      vendor developed items. For Commercial Off The Shelf (COTS) items, COTS

      vendor documentation only is required.

B.  An "as delivered" inventory of each component in the system hardware

      configuration in terms of device name, model/part numbers, revision, serial

      numbers, and location (building and room) shall be provided. This list shall

      include installed components as well as spares delivered.
