8.  Preparation Information (Include complete Instructions for document preparation)

The Payload User Development Guide (PUDG) shall contain information describing the SSTF and its associated equipment and related facilities as such information relates to Payload Training.  The information contained in the PUDG is intended to provide mandatory requirements, preferred methods, and general guidance to developers of Payload Training Simulators (PTS’s) that will interface to the SSTF Full Task Trainer (SSFTT) or other SSTF assets or related facilities.  Whenever appropriate, the PUDG shall reference existing User Manuals and other appropriate documents rather than repeat information contained elsewhere.  The PUDG shall address the following information as realted to PTC:

A.
Description of NASA and Contractor organizations with a definition of the Roles and Responsibilities of each as related to Payload Training in the SSTF/PTC.

B.
Description of the Architecture of the SSFTT.

C. Description of the SSFTT system and subsystems with which PTS’s are required to interface.

D. Complete description of the operating modes and states PTS’s are required to support.

E. Description of the Operational Concept for Integration of PTS’s into the SSTF/PTC.

F. Definition of all mandatory specifications, standards, processes, and procedures with which payload developers must comply.

G. Definition of any standards or practices that are recommended but not mandatory.

H. Identify Reconfiguration and Initialization data that payload developers must provide.

I. Identify applicable ICD’s and IRD’s.

J. Describe the process/procedure for requesting SSTF technical assistance for PTS maintenance or development.

K. Describe all SSTF facilities and services available to PTS developers, including maintenance functions/supplies provided.
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L. Define procedures for PTS shipping, transportation, and storage, including points of contact, any forms required, and addresses
M. Define limitations and restrictions placed on harzardous equipment and materials and other safety requirements for PTS’s in the SSTF.

N. Provide a Payload template that includes integration, test, initial activiation of PTS’s in support of cadre training and training responsibility transition to JSC.

O. Identify AIS Security requirements with which PTS developers must comply.

P. Define SSTF facilities provided for storage, logistics, and consumables required for PTS’s.

Any Contractor documents referenced within the PUDG shall be available from TSC or from POIF
