PACKAGING AND MARKING
D.1
PACKAGING AND MARKING

(a)  The Contractor shall pack and mark all hardware deliverable under this contract in accordance with the provisions of NASA Handbook (NHB) 6000.1, Requirements for Packaging, Handling, and Transportation. 


(b)  The Contractor shall pack potentially hazardous items in accordance with paragraph 204 of NHB 6000.1.


(c)  The Contractor shall develop packaging, handling, and transportation records, if required, from engineering and packaging data.  The Contracting Officer's technical representative is the approving official of the records and special packaging data under paragraph 302 of NHB 6000.1.


(d)  The Contractor's packaging specifications or procedures may be utilized if they are (i) not in conflict with cited NASA specifications and (ii) approved in writing by the Contracting Officer.  In any conflict between NASA and the Contractor specifications or procedures, the NASA documents cited in this clause shall take precedence.


(e)  The Contractor shall place identical requirements on all subcontracts.


(f)  The Contractor shall prominently display a NASA Critical Space Item Label on the wrapping or covering of all items furnished, shipped or transported in support of this contract that are for space flight use. Class I, Class II, and Class III interim packages and all exterior shipping containers will be marked to alert shipping and handling personnel to the criticality of the item in accordance with paragraph 303 of NHB 6000.1. All markings for space flight items shall be blue in color. All shipping documents and purchasing documents for these items shall be marked "ITEMS FOR SPACE FLIGHT USE."
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
