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I. The purpose of this modification is to recognize the award fee earned for the period July 1, 2000 through December 31, 2000 and the IOA lookback fee for the period October 1, 1998 through December 31, 2000.  Of the available award fee pool of $16,574,044, the contractor is hereby entitled to $12,430,533.  The contractor has provisionally invoiced the Government for $8,151,762 during the award fee period.  The final amount due and payable is $4,278,771.  Of the available lookback fee pool of $14,702,330, the contractor is hereby entitled to $11,908,887.  No interim lookback fee payments have been made; therefore, the final amount due and payable for the lookback fee is $11,908,887.  The combined amount that is due and payable for award fee and lookback fee is $16,187,658.

II. The maximum award fee available and the maximum available lookback fee in Section B.1, Estimated Cost and Award Fee, are hereby reduced by the unearned award fee amount for Period 4 and the unearned lookback fee amount for the period of October 1, 1998 through December 31, 2000, respectively.  Section B.1, Estimated Cost and Award Fee, is updated to include the following delta amounts:
