Section C.1 STATEMENT OF WORK, Part II; Performance Based Contract Statement of Work (PBC SOW); Section 3.0 OTHER ENGINEERING AND SCIENCE AREAS; 3.1 FACILITIES, LOGISTICS, BASE DRAFTING AND BASE LABORATORY OPERATIONS SERVICES (MHSPE5EHX) is deleted in its entirety and the following substituted herein:
“The contractor shall provide management, administration, engineering and technical services for the Biomedical Systems Division (BSD).  This effort shall include project management, BSD equipment design, fabrication, and test, logistics, and facilities and laboratory operations.   In addition the contractor shall provide mechanical and electrical technician services during the fabrication and assembly of Biotech and CHeCS hardware.  This effort shall be performed at the Johnson Space Center buildings 36, 56, 57 and 241.

The contractor shall compile requirements, conduct analyses and develop the rationale necessary for the design and implementation of facility changes for buildings 36, 56, 57 and 241 at JSC.  The contractor shall monitor the construction, alteration and development of all facilities to ensure timely completion of work.  The contractor shall develop requirements for space utilization changes, implement planned reconfigurations and conduct operational readiness reviews to ensure requirements are met.  

The contractor shall provide receiving, shipping, property control, and tool crib operation for all BSD hardware.  The contractor shall operate and maintain an EB bonded stores facility in compliance with NPD 4100.1, "NASA Materials Inventory Management Manual" (NASA Policy Directive), JSC 26549, "Manual for the Control of Program Stock," JSC Quality Management Directives, and EB Work Instructions.

The contractor shall provide design and drafting management and administration associated with design/development of flight hardware, flight payloads, flight and non-flight GSE, mockups, prototypes, test articles, training hardware, laboratory test equipment, printed wiring boards, and other hardware.  In addition, the contractor shall provide systems administration, configuration management, and control for all design/drafting Computer Aided Design (CAD) software/tools.

The contractor shall plan, schedule, and implement the fabrication, assembly, modification, preventative and corrective maintenance, calibration, and test of EB flight, Ground Support Equipment (GSE), development, and prototype hardware.  The contractor shall maintain the laboratory consumables inventory for flight and non-flight materials.   

The contractor shall develop and maintain an Emergency Action Plan and a Severe Weather and Hurricane Plan for each facility; perform hazard and job safety analyses on all new equipment and materials installed/used in the BSD facilities, document findings; maintain a hazard and safety analysis records file; and perform 100% hazardous materials inventory in all BSD facilities and document the results in the JSC hazardous materials database.

The contractor shall implement and maintain a configuration control system for the Crew Health Care System in accordance with the EB Configuration Management Work Instruction, 

EB-WI-0003.  The contractor shall also process all requested changes that meet the criteria for EB-WI-0002 and W.I. EB-WI-0003.  The contractor shall also maintain an Information Center for the Crew Health Care System to process, integrate, control, distribute and store information 

created and used by EB and associated contractors.  The contractor shall maintain the EB Work Instructions by updating the Work Instruction Documents approved by EB Management. The contractor shall also maintain the EB Master List in the JSC Quality System. “
